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The Figure should also be centered, and the caption should appear right below, using italic characters. Here is a possible example. 
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Figure. Left: logo of the University of Milano-Bicocca. Right: once again, the logo of the University of Milano-Bicocca.
Please note that the abstract book will be printed and distributed to participants in black and white. So, gray-scale figures are preferred. In case you submit color figures, make sure that both the figure and the caption can be understood also when printed in black and white. Finally, references must be quoted using square brackets [1]. For journals, the volume must be reported using boldface (see Refs. [1] or [2]).
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
